Leisure Pool
A great place for children and young families to learn to swim and 
enjoy the water. The leisure pool includes a zero-depth entry and 
progresses to a depth of  threet feet, ten inches. There are sprays, 
fountains, a toddler treehouse slide, shade seating, and a floating 
turtle and log to play on.

Swimming Area
For advanced swimmers, the lap pool has a drop slide and a diving 
board located in the deep end. There are six, twenty-five meter swim-
ming lanes available at lap swim times and as play space during open 
swim. The lap pool also has a basketball hoop, a floating log, and 
beaver to play on and two waterslides. Please be aware our waterslide 
height requirement is forty-eight inches or 4-feet tall.  No exceptions 
are made for the height requirement.

Lazy River
A refreshing ride for all ages, the Lazy River is a current stream with a 
few splashes of  excitement. Grab a tube and enjoy (tubes are provid-
ed). Please be aware that the Lazy River is not suited for infants and 
toddlers. Children under forty-eight inches must be accompanied by 
an adult and use a double tube.

Special Event Area
The Special Events Building is located just to the east of  the Clive 
Aquatic Center. It is available for parties, gatherings, dinners, and 
receptions. The building includes a small kitchenette with serving 
counter, refrigerator, stove/oven, microwave, and sink. It can ac-
commodate groups of  up to 100. Renters are responsible for set-up, 
take-down, and cleanup.

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Clive After Five is an outdoor event, featuring great bands and cold 
drinks in a social atmosphere, where all can enjoy themselves after a 
long workweek. The Clive Jaycees host this event on Fridays through-
out the summer from 5 - 8 p.m. The proceeds from the event go to 
local charities in the metro area. You must be twenty-one or older to 
attend. Please, no pets allowed.
	 Clive After Five is the Clive Jaycees’ main fundraiser for the year. 
In the last several years, the Clive Jaycees have donated more than 
$350,000 to local community organizations. Twice yearly, allocations 
are distributed to organizations in the Des Moines metro area. Com-
munity organizations receiving donations in the past include: The 
Heart Connection, Amanda the Panda, Animal Rescue League, Big 
Brothers/Big Sisters, Cystic Fibrosis, Hope Ministries, Festival of  
Trees, Girl Scouts, Camp Courageous and many departments within 
the City of  Clive. In addition, the Clive Jaycees offer the Matt Ben-
jamin Memorial Scholarship program. Two local high school seniors 
are awarded $1,500 each on the basis of  community involvement, 
academics, and financial need.

Dogs & Cat Licenses 
Dogs and cats four months of  age or older 
in Clive must have a pet license. Annual pet 
licenses may be obtained at City Hall upon 
presentation of  a current rabies certificate.

 Pet license fees are:
	 • $10 each - unspayed or unneutered dog 
or cat
	 • $5 each - spayed or neutered dog or cat
	 Evidence from a veterinarian that the 
animal has been spayed or neutered must be 
presented in order to license your pet at the 
discounted rate. Licenses are issued without 
penalty from January 1 - April 30. A penalty 
of  $1 per month applies to pet licenses is-
sued after April 30 each year.  It is unlawful 
to allow dogs or cats to run at large within 
the corporate limits of  the city.  Any animal 
at large may be impounded and the owner 
fined

Bicycles 
The City of  Clive offers to its residents op-
tional bicycle licensing. The Clive Police De-
partment will issue a numbered license for 
your bicycle and will record its serial num-
ber. This is a voluntary program which will 
enhance the probability of  a stolen bike be-
ing recovered.

Newspapers 
The Des Moines Register, 284-8311, is a daily 
morning paper for the metropolitan area. The 
Clive Newsletter is distributed to residents 
with the monthly water bills. The Newsletter 
contains summarized City information and 
activities. Clive Living magazine is a monthly 
publication distributed to each Clive address.

Public Transportation 
Express bus service to Des Moines is avail-
able to Clive residents. For information, 
routes, and schedules you will need to con-
tact the Des Moines Metropolitan Transit 
Authority at 283-8111. 

Snow Regulations
Parking on public streets is prohibited dur-
ing snowfalls, when wind conditions are 
causing the snow to drift, and for a period 
of  twenty-four hours thereafter. Property 
owners are required to remove snow and ice 
from sidewalks within twenty-four hours af-
ter a snowfall. When removing snow from 
driveways and sidewalks, the snow must not 
be placed or dumped on the public street. 

Noise Disturbance 
To help our residents enjoy a quiet, peace-
ful environment, the City has an ordinance 
which makes it unlawful to cause a noise dis-
turbance in Clive. Such noises that are pro-
hibited include, but are not limited to: play-
ing musical instruments outdoors between 9 
p.m. and 8 a.m., construction noise between 
9 p.m. and 7 a.m., screeching tires and lawn 
mowing between 10 p.m. and 7 a.m. For 
more information about the noise ordinance, 
call the Clive Police Department.

Warning Sirens 
Warning signs at 8050 Harbach Boulevard, 
N.W. 96th Street and Sunset Terrace, N.W. 
107th Street and Greenbelt Drive, 1751 
Country Club Boulevard, N.W. 86th Street 
and Hickman Road, 1750 N.W. 123rd Street, 
and 14921 Hawthorn Drive will be activated 
if  a tornado has been sighted near Clive. A 
steady, three-minute tone will indicate a tor-
nado warning and that you should immedi-
ately seek shelter in your basement or below 
ground level. The Weather Bureau uses the 
term “tornado watch” to mean conditions 
are such that a tornado is possible. The si-
rens will not be sounded for a watch but will 
be sounded for a tornado warning (a funnel 
cloud has been sighted in the area either by 
radar or an observer). The sirens will also 
normally be tested in conjunction with all 
civil defense sirens in Polk County the first 
Saturday of  each month at noon. 

Parking on Public Streets 
Parking for periods of  less than twenty-four 
hours is generally allowed on one side of  
each residential street. In order to facilitate 
the delivery of  mail, it has been necessary to 
ban parking within twenty feet of  a mailbox 
between the hours of  9 a.m. and 4 p.m. on 
days when there is mail delivery. This pro-
hibition applies even where the mailboxes 
are on the side of  the street where parking 
would normally be allowed. It is also illegal 
to park your car on the public right-of-way 
adjacent to the paved portion of  the street.
